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50 Ways to Raise $100 (or MORE!)
1. Organise a community garage sale.
2. Work with a youth group to create a fundraising performance at a park.

3. Have a bake sale.

4. Try to get a “big-ticket item” donated and hold a raffle.

5. Start a Facebook or Twitter campaign.

6. Agree to do something crazy (shave your head, go skydiving, etc.) if you can raise $XX for Refugee Services.

7. Get a local business that your frequent to donate $.50 of every such-and-such item sold for a certain time period.

8. Get a group of friends together and agree to bring your lunch to work everyday for a week or month and put the money you would have spent on lunches into a jar for Refugee Services.

9. Using recipes from a refugee background family you’ve worked with, host a dinner for 10 friends and encourage each one to donate $10.

10. Can you do something like juggle or hula hoop? Can your friends? Get people to sponsor you for every minute you do _______ and go for 100 minutes!
11. Collect 100 old books from friends don’t want anymore and sell each for $1 or a gold coin donation.

12. Cook 100 tasty treats and sell for a gold coin donation at your office or at a community meeting.

13. Have a bad habit you want to give up? Put $1 into a jar for each day you don’t do it. See how long you can go!

14. Hold a clothing fair.

15. Ask your local café to round up to the nearest dollar for a month and donate the proceeds.

16. Use your bike for a month instead of the bus and donate the money you save on bus fare. (This might be better for summertime!)

17. Write to or email a group of friends telling your favourite stories from your experience with Refugee Services or former refugees and let your friends know how they can donate.

18. Over a month, keep track of points and vouchers you collect and the savings you get on them. Donate the savings.

19. Give a relaxing shoulder massage to 10 workmates and ask for a $10 donation from each.

20. Get your family to give up sweets or alcohol for a month and donate the money you save.
21. Instead of a particular holiday, birthday, anniversary, etc. gift, ask for a donation to Refugee Services, not necessarily $100! 

22. Make 10 prints each of the 5 best photos you’ve ever taken and sell them to friends for $2 a piece.

23. Hold a big group scavenger hunt with a cool prize you get donated and charge a small fee for groups to enter.

24. See what community events are going on in your area and ask to speak a bit about your volunteer experience. Tell people how they too can volunteer or donate to support.

25. Make a book/DVD pool at work where everyone brings in books/DVDs they recommend and people pay $1 each to borrow them.

26. Make your own greeting cards and either sell them to friends or give them away and ask people to donate the money they’ve saved.

27. Ask your local pub to throw a “refugee oriented questions” round into their weekly quiz and get tables to submit their answers for a chance to win a voucher to the pub. Charge a $5 submission donation for each table.

28. Organise a Bingo night with a community group.
29. Put small winning tickets inside 10 balloons and inflate them. Put the balloons, along with 100 inflated empty balloons onto a wall or board. Let people pay $1 to pop 1 balloon or $4 for 5 balloons.

30. Pick a place from which refugees have fled and find out how far it is to their nearest border. Then get a group of people to race or walk that distance with a small backpack of belongings, getting sponsors for their effort. This also helps to raise awareness of one aspect of the refugee journey.

31. Offer to organise a silent auction as part of a community event already being planned. The proceeds will go to Refugee Services and the event planners get to add an additional activity to their event!
32. Work with a quilting club to raffle off lovely, handmade quilts.

33. Hold a quiz night.

34. Rent a dunking booth and put in someone the community might want to dunk for $2 a try!

35. Know a good music group? See if they’re willing to do a performance to benefit Refugee Services!
36. Get your family to collect vouchers and clip coupons for a month. See how much money you can save and donate the savings. 

37. Put together a group to wash 20 cars in your neighbourhood for $5 each.

38. Organise a big recycling campaign and get sponsors to donate money for each big bag or box that you fill with recyclables. It’s good for the environment too!
39. Work with your child to organise a mufti or pajama day with their school.

40. Challenge different teams/floors/groups in your office to see how much change they can gather. Put jars on each floor or with each team/group and see who can collect the most spare change.

41. Put together a group of kids and parents and organise a mini-parade with your community. Get kids to decorate their bikes, scooters, wagons, etc. and get prizes donated for the best decorations. Each participant can donate $5 to participate.

42. See if a local movie theatre would be willing to donate a night and screen a particular movie and donate the ticket sales to Refugee Services.

43. See if you can get a local pizza place to support you to throw a big, community pizza party! Sell the pizza at $2 or $3 a slice, depending on the deal you get from the pizza place. 

44. Organise an event with your friends in which you get each one to pack and bring a small bag of the possessions they would take if they were forced to leave their home. When everyone comes together, get them to share their experiences about trying to choose their items and how they feel about the things they’ve had to leave behind. Help them to imagine what it would be like to arrive in a new country with only those items and offer them the opportunity to donate to support purchasing those items for new arrivals.

45. Put up a “Give and Take” board on which people post services they are willing to give or services of which they are in need and gives each a pledged dollar amount. If Person A puts up “babysitting - $10/hr” on the give board, Person B can get that, present it to Person A, who then gives the service, while Person B donates the funds.

46. Know a good chef? See if he or she will cook and donate a meal for you and a group of 10 friends, who can each contribute $10 as a gift. Of course, the chef is a donor too!
47. Get your friends together for a games night. Ask your friends to donate the cost of a night out to participate in some good old fashioned entertainment.
48. A simple way to double your money - ask your company to match the amount you’ve raised and it’s double the benefit for underprivileged children.

49. Golf days, football or rounders competitions will inject a bit of competitive spirit into the workplace. Charge people to enter or get sponsored by friends and family.

50. Organise a games evening in your office. Get everyone to bring along their favourite game and pay a donation to participate.
